Anna, 45, lost her teaching job and was supporting her
son alone after separating from her husband. She was
struggling with massive debt and low self confidence.
Our financial counselor provided information to help
her renegotiate terms with her creditors and develop a
realistic budget. Our career counselor helped her re-
build her resume and improve her interviewing skills.
She now has a full time research job and is reducing her
debt.

Keesha, 31, wanted to get a divorce but couldn’t afford
an attorney. We offered her a free consultation with a
lawyer, a copy of The Women's Center's Family Law in
North Carolina and participation in a Do-It-Yourself
Divorce Workshop. She successfully gota divorce
without paying for an attorney.

Rachel, a 6™ grader, was struggling socially and with
some difficult family circumstances. She joined our
Teens Climb High program, and attended weekly
sessions about self esteem, sexuality, communication
and decision-making. She was matched with a volunteer
mentor who helped her work through many of the
challenges she was facing.
